Store ‘soaker’ boats on a wet tarp
 

If your wooden boat doesn’t have a modern ‘no soak’ bottom, you may have heard that the best way to store it is on a dirt floor so that the bottom doesn’t dry out and open seams over the winter.

 

We store our boat in a dry concrete-floored garage, so we lay down a tarp on the floor, park the boat and trailer on the tarp, tie the tarp up over the top of the boat, then pour about 20 gallons of water inside the tarp.

 

The bottom stays nice and tight until the spring and minimizes harmful movement of the planks over the winter.
